2. Part I of the application is a form that is to be submitted online. It will not be available until mid-February, but can be completed any time until April 1—even after you have turned in the paper form to your school.  The Microsoft Word document, which is Part II, is to be completed and submitted to your school. The first page of the paper application contains the same information that is submitted online, but you are to complete both.
3.  Save the application (second part) to your computer as a Microsoft Word document and type directly on it. You should type your name at the top of each page. In addition, the essay questions and your  recommendation are to be typed.  
4. Provide recommendations from two teachers. The teachers’ recommendations should be submitted on the form in the packet.  If a teacher wants to write more, he/she may do so without regard to the page numbers.  The space on the reference pages will expand. Writers should speak candidly about your work, strengths and weaknesses.  At least one of the recommendations should come from your math or science teacher. Tell your teacher where to find the recommendation form online so that he/she can complete it on the computer. It will make it much easier.
5. Please pay careful attention to the parent/student signature page. If you have questions about the residency and no-visitation requirements, you may direct them to Sherry.L.Keffer@wv.gov. 

6. Type the rest of the application, print it and take it to your counselor. The counselor will complete page 10 of the application and give it to your principal for his/her signature. The counselor will also attach the necessary school records and arrange the application in the correct order and staple it. Please remind your counselor that your Social Security number is NOT to be sent with your transcript. It is your responsibility to meet the school deadline.
